Our school was awarded the ‘Most Active Participation School Award’ in the                                       

17th ‘Hong Kong Cup’ Diplomatic Knowledge Contest. In recognition of this achievement, we were 

invited to join the official study tour jointly organized by the Office of the Commissioner of the 

Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the Hong Kong SAR, the Education Bureau, and the Better Hong Kong 

Foundation.  

 

The nine-day tour offered students a rich and immersive experience across Beijing and 

Shandong. In Beijing, highlights included visits to the Diaoyutai State Guesthouse, the National 

Museum of China, the Museum of the Communist Party of China, and the Xiaomi EV Hyperfactory. 

In Shandong, students explored Daming Lake, the Confucius Temple and Mansion in Qufu, climbed 

Mount Tai, and toured the historic Daimiao Temple. The group also visited the former Weixian 

Internment Camp in Weifang, the Sino-Japanese War Museum, the National Security Education 

Exhibition Hall, the Naval Museum, and the Haier Home Appliance Museum. 

 

Beyond sightseeing, students had the rare opportunity to attend a regular press conference 

hosted by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and engage in a dialogue with young Chinese diplomats. 

These experiences deepened their understanding of China’s national development, historical heritage, 

and the unique charm of its major country diplomacy. This unforgettable journey not only broadened 

students’ horizons, but also strengthened their sense of national identity and global awareness.
