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To Kill A Mockingbirad

Mockingbirds are birds that mimic
the sounds of humans.

The story sets in Tokyo as its starting point. Kafka, a
fifteen-year-old boy, runs away from his family to escape
M U R A K A M I an oedipal curse and to find his long-lost mother and sister.

After a long bus ride, he encounters a girl who seems to be
a possible candidate of his sister. He wanders arounf the
city of Takamatsu and eventually find a shelter in a quiet,
private library. The story also follows another line. Sixty-
year-old Nakata helps neighbors track cats using his ability
to communicate with cats. You may wonder, how is he able to
talk to cats? He was once in a coma for three weeks after a
fatal accident back in his school days. He encountered Johnnie
Walker and found his work gruesome and decided to kill him.
His instincts told him to go to a place he didn’t even know,
and soon he hit the roads. As their paths converge from their
parallel-like life (though it is not possible mathematically), their
lives bend, and they encounter each other in a fascinating way,
which I’'m not going to tell you now. This book demonstrates
Murakami’s bend of popular culture, mundane detail, magical
realism, suspense, humor and many more. To me, this book is
an excellent time-killer as it is really interesting to read, and
you won’t be able to take your eyes of it once you take your
